Section I: Instructions for Online Bid Submission
Instructions to the Bidders to submit the bids online through the Central Public Procurement
Portal for e Procurement at https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app.

Possession of valid Digital Signature Certificate (DSC) and enrollment / registration of the contractors /
bidders on the e-Procurement/e-tender portal are prerequisite for e-tendering.

Bidder should register for the enrollment in the e-Procurement site using the “Online Bidder Enrollment”
option available on the home page. Portal enrollment is generally free of charge. During enrollment /
registration, the bidders should provide only valid and true information including valid E-mail id. All the
correspondence shall be made directly with the contractors/bidders through E-mail id as registered.

Bidder need to login to the site through their user ID / password chosen during enrollment / registration.

Then the Digital Signature Certificate (Class Il or Class 111 Certificates with signing key usage) issued by
SIFY / TCS / nCode / eMudra or any other Certifying Authority recognized by Controller of Certifying
Authorities (CCA) India on eToken / Smartcard, should be registered.

The registered DSC only should be used by the bidder in the transactions and should ensure safety of the
same.

Except where otherwise provided for in the contract all questions and disputes relating to the
meaning of the specifications, designs, drawings and instructions hereinbefore mentioned and as to
the quality of workmanship or materials used on the work or as to any other question, claim, right,
matter or thing whatsoever in any way arising out of or relating to the contract, designs, drawings,
specifications, estimates, instructions, orders or these conditions or otherwise concerning the work
or failure to execute the same whether arising during the progress of the work or after the completion
or abandonment thereof shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the Director of NITT and if Director
is unable or unwilling to act, to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the Director,

willing to act as such arbitrator. The cases referred to arbitration shall be other than those for which
the decision of the Estate Officer / Engineer-in-charge is expressed in the contract to be final and
conclusive. There will be no objection if the arbitrator so appointed is an employee of NITT and that
he had to deal with the matters to which the contract relates and that in the course of his duties as
such he had expressed views on all or any of the matters in dispute or difference.

The arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred being transferred or vacating his office or
being unable to act for any reason, Director as aforesaid at the time of such transfer, vacation of
office or inability to act, shall appoint another person to act as arbitrator in accordance with the terms
of the contract. Such person shall be entitled to proceed with the reference from the stage at which
it was left by his predecessor.

The work under the Contract shall, if reasonably possible, continue, during the arbitration
proceedings and no payment due or payable, to the Contractor shall be withheld on account of such
proceeding.

The Arbitrator shall be deemed to have entered on the reference on the date he issues notice to
both the Parties fixing the date of first hearings. The arbitrator shall give a separate award in respect
of each dispute or difference referred to him. The venue of arbitration shall be such place as may be
fixed by the Arbitrator in his sole discretion. The award of the arbitrator shall be final, conclusive and
binding on all parties to this contract.

In the event of disputes or differences arising between one public sector enterprise and a Gowt.

If the
performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason
or any such event claims for extension of time shall be granted for period considered reasonable by
NITT subject to prompt notification by the tenderer to NITT of the particulars of the events and supply
to the NITT if required of any supporting evidence. Any waiver of time in respect of partial installment
shall not be deemed to be a waiver of time in respect of remaining deliveries.

The correspondence exchanged against the tender from both tenderer and NITT through email are
considered as valid document legally though it is not signed. It is treated as valid confirmations made
on behalf of the respective company and very much comes under the legal ambit of the business
transaction and hence it is binding on both the parties to the business.
